Restock firewood in Hawley Lodge as needed.

Cut down kitchen boxes and put in dumpster.

Replace burned out light bulbs.

Produce wood name tags for resident campers.

After the resident campers have completed their OTS duties in Greeling Hall bathrooms and advise
Camp Directors of any further clean up that is needed.

Restock the northern most campfire ring with fire wood.

May be asked to run errands for the Camp Cook.

Makes repairs as needed, and as skill allows, as requested by the Directors.

The Camp Host may participate in off campus camp activities such as rafting, swimming, etc.

Other duties may be added or re-assigned as deemed necessary by the Camp Directors and/or the Camp
Board.

The Camp Host will be provided:

Electrical and water hook-ups for their own RV or a room in a Popma Cabin.

All meals.

50% campership for your (one) child or grandchild.
